
Overarching risk
Halesworth U3A maybe deemed negligent for failing to take reasonable precautions to safeguard our members in the course of undertaking our activities.  All activities (including inactivity) pose risks. In assessing that risk it is assumed that individuals will take appropriate responsibility for assessing their own suitability for the activity and will take reasonable steps to ensure they use appropriate kit where necessary. It is, however, the responsibility of the group leader to ensure the suitability of the facilities and that proper information on the activity is provided so that individuals can make an informed choice.
